Dr Deo, originally from Gwalior (where he did his primary and secondary schooling) started his investigative career in AIIMS, New Delhi. He worked in protein calorie malnutrition and developed an animal model for Kwashiorkar. He was also involved with the ICRC anti-leprosy vaccine. He stressed that the attitude for conducting research and scientific thinking needs to be inculcated at the medical student level. He has been instrumental in getting the ICMR STS program for medical schools which is a short term studentship (2 months) of research time for medical students which has led to the formation of the all India medical student research forum. His vision for the role of AIPNA in India includes help in upgrading knowledge at the graduate level, to inculcate research at the undergraduate level and help break down the barriers for research.

Dr Vinay Kumar who every student of Pathology is familiar with is a former student of Dr Deo’s. In a very touching moment in his speech, he pointed out that his first ever publication was with Dr Deo in 1970 and it was he who inspired him greatly.
